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Insurance and Fee Policies

• Payment or co-payment is due at the time services are rendered unless other arrangements have been made in advance. 

• Dr. Danton is a member of a limited number of PPO’s and heath care networks.  To find out if he is a member of your plan, call the pre-authorization number on your insurance card.  You are responsible for letting us know prior to your initial visit if your insurance has pre-certification requirements.

• Dr. Danton is NOT a member of Nevada Medicaid or Federal Medicare.  

• All patients covered by any insurance, including Federal and State programs are responsible for all contract limitations, co-payments, and deductibles.  Although we cannot bill for you, on your request we will supply a “superbill” that you can submit to your  plan for possible reimbursement.  

• We are willing to submit claims for patients with private coverage.  However, the patient is responsible for the full fee.  This includes situations involving insurance company denial or reduced fee payments.

• Payments are due in a timely manner.  If you have special needs concerning the payment of your account, please discuss them with us in advance, when possible.

• You will be billed at one-half the regular rate for missed appointments not cancelled 24 hours in advance.  This charge is your responsibility; it cannot be billed to the insurance company.  

• If you need to cancel an appointment, please call 775 846-3363.
